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AFCEA Student Club Constitution

Article I: Preamble

1.1 The AFCEA Student Club shall be governed by this Constitution.

1.2 This Constitution will by laws supersede any former Constitutions.

 1.3 This Constitution shall be enacted in accordance with all Greek laws and ACG policies.

Article II: Mission Statement

2.1 Founded in 2009 by DEREE – The American College of Greece students, the AFCEA Student Club exerts in being the connection between the DEREE – The American College of Greece Student Body and the wider field of business. Serving its non-profit character, the AFCEA Student Club does not require anything more than the desire for acquiring and ethically exchanging knowledge within the broader International Business Network. The AFCEA Student Club is dedicated to passing on the knowledge through the exploration of issues relevant to the DEREE – The American College of Greece students-members in all different domains, such as: Information Technology (IT), Business Security, Business Communication and Intelligence Forums (Pools of Knowledge). 

The AFCEA Student Club is the creator of www.afceayouth.com, the International version of the Student Club which welcomes all youngsters of the globe to join this ethical way of information exchange and business involvement with the wider business spectrum.
Article III: Membership

3.1 All registered Deree College students, either full or part time, degree or non-degree, may join the AFCEA Student Club and its General Assembly.

3.1.1 Part of the activities of the Club is attending series of conferences organized every year abroad (TechNets, Student Conferences etc.).

3.1.2 The members with less than a year of service and active participation in the Club are not entitled to attend these Conferences under the Club’s sponsorship.

3.1.2.1 The members that are newly recruited, automatically become members of the AFCEA Student Club Committee (article VII) through which they will be supporting the Club’s activities in an on-campus capacity.

3.1.2.2 The members of the AFCEA Student Club Committee participate in all General Assemblies and will be educated relatively with the nature of the AFCEA Conferences by the President of the Club.  
3.2.1 Exceptions

3.2.1.1 Students in academic or disciplinary probation

3.2.1.2 Students that have been disallowed from participating in student activities by the College administration

3.3 AFCEA Student Club members have to maintain their student status in order to preserve their membership in the AFCEA Student Club.

3.4 Students who are no longer in good academic standing forfeit their membership in the AFCEA Student Club, as well as any office they may have been elected or appointed to.

3.4.1 Good academic standing is defined by a current and overall C.I. (Curriculum Index) higher than 2.40.

3.5 Violators of this constitution will automatically be dismissed from the AFCEA Student Club.

Article IV: Governance

4.1 The General Assembly 

4.1.1 The General Assembly is the ultimate decision making body of the AFCEA Student Club.

4.1.2 Calling a General Assembly

4.1.2.1 A general assembly is called by the three-fifths of the AFCEA Student Club Governing Body. 

4.1.2.1.1 The responses needed in order to call a general assembly should be at least as many as the votes casted at the last AFCEA Student Club elections (quorum). 

4.1.2.2.1 In case a quorum is not achieved in two consecutive planned motions, then a G.A. may be held regardless of the number of attendees.

4.1.2.2.3 For a decision of the general assembly to be valid, a simple majority vote of the attendees is necessary.

4.1.2.2.4 All AFCEA Student Club members share the responsibility of attending the General Assembly meetings of the AFCEA Student Club.

4.1.2.3 To call a general assembly prior permission from the Advisor must be granted.

4.1.2.4 The Advisor has the right to call a general assembly. 
4.2 The AFCEA Student Club
4.2.1 The AFCEA Student Club is a Deree College Student Club under the supervision of the Office of Student Affairs. 

4.3 The Advisor

4.3.1 The Advisor of the AFCEA Student Club has to be a faculty/staff/administration member of DEREE – The American College of Greece.

4.3.2 The position of the Advisor can only be held by one individual and shall not under any circumstances be shared with more faculty/staff/administration members.

4.3.3 The Advisor is an ex-officio member of the AFCEA Student Club.

4.3.3.1 The Advisor has to have past experience with AFCEA and its activities.
4.3.4 The Advisor’s consent is required in order for any AFCEA Student Club activities to take place.

4.3.5 The Advisor has the right to audit any aspect of AFCEA Student Club’s operations, including but not limited to finances, sponsorship, elections and event planning. 

4.3.6 In case the Governing Body of the AFCEA Student Club is not collaborating in a harmonious and effective way with the Advisor, the GB of the AFCEA Student Club may by unanimous decision replace the Advisor with an individual responding to articles 4.3.1- 4.4.3.3.1. In doing so, the Office of Student Affairs will have to be informed accordingly and the change in the position of the Advisor will have to be registered.

Article V: The AFCEA Student Club Governing Body
5.1 The Governing Body is elected by the members of the AFCEA Student Club every May before the end of the Deree College Spring Semester. The elections last for three whole days, both at the Aghia Paraskevi and the Downtown Campus. 

5.2 The Offices are six in all: The President, the Vice-President, the Secretary, the Treasurer, the Public Affairs Officer and the Information Technologies Officer.

5.2.1 The President

5.2.1.1 The President is the leader of the AFCEA Student Club and thus responsible for the overall policy and operational direction of AFCEA Student Club. 

5.2.1.2 The President is responsible for representing AFCEA Student Club members to the larger community (On and Off - Campus).

5.2.1.3 The President is responsible for running the AFCEA Student Club meetings.

5.2.1.4. The President holds the right to delegate this authority to one or more G.B. members. 

5.2.1.4.1 This delegation is valid only for single instances. 

5.2.1.5 The President assigns duties to the Vice President and Public Affairs/IT Resources Officer.

5.2.1.6 The President, along with the Treasurer, must sign all financial documents for them to be validated.

5.2.1.7 The President is responsible for introducing the idea and mission statement of AFCEA to the members of AFCEA Student Club Committee and will be deciding together with the Advisor - according to performance and dedication to the AFCEA Student Club purposes - which members should be selected for attending the upcoming conferences.

5.2.2 The Vice-President 

5.2.2.1 The Vice-President is responsible for the day to day operations of the AFCEA Student Club.

5.2.2.1.1 The Vice-President is responsible for the management of the AFCEA Student Club office in Aghia Paraskevi.

5.2.2.2 The Vice-President assists the President in all necessary tasks.

5.2.2.3 The Vice-President assumes the duties of the President temporarily, in case the President declares that he/she is unable to fulfill the duties of the office, or he/she is removed from office.

5.2.3 The Secretary

5.2.3.1 The Secretary is responsible for maintaining policy documentation, voting and attendance records, records of AFCEA Student Club members, and other related records of the AFCEA Student Club.

5.2.3.2 The Secretary is responsible for assisting the President in running Governing Body meetings.

5.2.3.3 The Secretary works closely with the Vice-President in managing the daily operations of the AFCEA Student Club.    

5.2.4 The Treasurer

5.2.4.1 The Treasurer is responsible for creating and managing the AFCEA Student Club budget.

5.2.4.2The Treasurer works closely with the Vice-President in managing the daily operations of the AFCEA Student Club.
5.2.4.3 The Treasurer, along with the President, must sign all financial documents for them to be validated.

5.2.5 The Public Affairs Officer.

5.2.5.1 The PA Officer is responsible to promote the AFCEA Student Club through organizing events and collaborating with other Clubs/Societies/Organizations (CSO’s).
5.2.5.1.1 The PA Officer is responsible for communicating all upcoming activities to the President and IT Officer of the Club.
5.2.5.2 The PA Officer must communicate complaints, suggestions and other feedback of the Student Body to the Governing Body of the AFCEA Student Club.

5.2.5.2.1 The PA Officer is working closely with the Secretary and President and together decide on recruiting methods, campaigns etc. 
5.2.6 The Information Technologies Officer
5.2.6.1 The IT Officer is in charge of constantly updating all information resources used by the Club.

5.2.6.1.1 The IT Officer will administer in specific: The Blackboard Page, The Facebook Page and the www.afceayouth.com Page.

5.2.6.1.2 It is the IT Officer’s responsibility to contact the IRM department for updating the www.acg.edu/afcea-club , after approval by the Advisor and the President.
5.2.6.2 He/She undertakes the responsibility of contacting the President and PA Officer to decide on newsletter, blog posts, poster creation etc.

Article VI: Elections

6.1 Eligibility for office in the Governing Body 
6.1.1 All candidates for Governing Body office must be members of the AFCEA Student Club.

6.1.2 Candidates for all offices should have a C.I. of at least 2.40.

6.1.2.1 If, and only when, no members with a C.I. of 2.40 and above apply for candidacy in any position, then all members of the AFCEA Student Club are eligible to run for office.

6.1.3 Candidates for all offices should have earned at least 30 and have not exceeded 103 credits, including their current semester’s credits. 

6.2 Campaigning

6.2.1 Campaign media

6.2.1.1 Candidates are allowed to use all non-print media in order to campaign. 

6.2.1.2 Campaigning via any print media is prohibited except for one A4 poster per campus created by the candidate and approved by the elections committee. The candidates could use the phrase “AFCEA Student Club Governing Body candidate …” in order to promote their candidacy but no other reference to the College, the G.B., and any emblems of the College. 

6.2.1.3 Internet campaigning is allowed as long as College emblems are not used.

6.2.2 Candidates may hold campaign parties. 

6.2.3 Defamation of other candidates is prohibited. 

6.2.4 There will be no on campus campaigning on any elections day.

6.3 The Elections Committee

6.3.1 The Elections Committee is an ad-hoc committee.

6.3.2 The Advisor is the Head of the Elections Committee.

6.3.3 Both students and staff members can serve on the elections committee which is appointed by the Advisor of the Club.

6.3.4 Members of the Elections Committee cannot run for any AFCEA Student Club office. 

6.3.5 The Elections Committee shall remove candidates that are found in violation of this constitution.

6.3.6 The Elections Committee is responsible to oversee the elections procedure and publish the official results.
6.3.6.1 The Elections Committee will be informing all members of the AFCEA Student Club of the Elections Results by e-mail.

6.3.7 The Elections Committee will accept appeals against the results for 1 working days after the results are published.

6.3.7.1 Once the Appeal Period has expired, the Elections Committee in collaboration with the new IT Officer will be posting the Elections results on the Blackboard Page, Facebook Page, Second Life Page, www.afceayouth.com and www.acg.edu/afcea-club.

6.3.8 Each Elections Committee’s term lasts for the duration of the elections plus 3 working days.

6.3.8.1 The Advisor holds the right to retain the Elections Committee active due to special circumstances, i.e. appeals. In that case, the Office dissolves the committee when its purpose is fulfilled.

6.4 The Elections

6.4.1 There will be a two-week declaration period, in which all AFCEA Student Club members intending to run for office must declare their candidacy to the Advisor and Elections Committee.

6.4.1.1 The candidates may also specify in advance the Office they are running for (i.e. IT Officer).

6.4.2 Elections will be conducted via the Blackboard electronic facility or any other electronic means available.

6.4.2.1 If no electronic means is available then only will the elections take place with a ballot box.

6.5 Allocation of the AFCEA Student Club Offices

6.5.1 The candidate first in number of votes chooses the position he/she wishes to allocate. The candidate second in number of votes chooses second and all the rest positions are thus allocated. The Advisor and Elections Committee are present during this procedure.

6.5.2 The position of President must be allocated to elected candidates that have served for at least one term in the AFCEA Student Club GB.

6.5.2.1 If no elected candidates qualify for the position of the President (or none of the elected eligible candidates accepts the position), then those will be allocated to elected candidates who have not served in the GB in the past .

Article VII: AFCEA Student Club Committees
7.1 The AFCEA Student Club Committee 
7.1.1 The AFCEA Student Club Committee welcomes all new members of the AFCEA Student Club.
7.2 The AFCEA Student Club Committee introduces the new members to the wide spectrum of AFCEA and supports all activities of the Club.
7.2.1 The President of the AFCEA Student Club is the Head of the AFCEA Student Club Committee.

7.2.1.1 The Committee Head has the right to dismiss members from the committee on grounds of no attendance or poor performance.

7.2.1.2 The President of the Club is responsible for coordinating the activities of all members of the AFCEA Student Club Committee.
7.2.1.2 The Committee Head has the right to veto any decision of the committee.

7.2.2 The committee members must be members of the AFCEA Student Club.

7.3 The Examination Committee

7.3.1 An AFCEA Student Club member has the right to request for the creation of an Examination Committee to investigate claims against an AFCEA GB member.

7.3.1.1 For the creation of an Examination Committee the Advisor’s consent is mandatory. 

7.3.1.2 The Examination Committee will have the nature of an ad-hoc committee.

7.3.1.3 The President appoints the Head of the Examination Committee. 

7.3.1.4 If the President is related to the claim, the highest ranking G.B. member not related to the claim appoints the Head of the Examination Committee.

7.3.1.5 At least one-fourth of the members of this committee must be G.B. members. 

7.4 Projects

7.4.1 Projects have the nature of ad-hoc committees.

7.4.2 Projects are undertaken by one AFCEA Student Club GB member who delegates tasks to the AFCEA Student Club Committee members.

Article VIII: General Assemblies and Governing Body Meetings

8.1 The General Assembly (G.A.)

8.1.1 See Article 4.1

8.2 AFCEA Student Club Governing Body Meetings

8.2.1 All GB members have the right to call a GB meeting, provided that they have the Advisor’s consent. 

8.2.1.1 In order to hold a GB meeting at least one of the following conditions should be met.

8.2.1.1.1 A threshold of 4 GB members should be present.

8.2.1.1.2 A threshold of 3 members, including the President, should be present.

8.2.2 Governing Body Meetings are only of informative and voting nature.

8.2.3 The process of the GB Meeting

8.2.3.1 The AFCEA Student Club President makes the meeting’s agenda available electronically at least 2 working days before.

8.2.3.2 Ideas, proposals, suggestions, and amendments about the agenda by other GB members, along with the proper argumentation, shall be declared electronically to the President at least one working day before the meeting.

8.2.3.3 GB members, who submitted ideas, proposals, or suggestions, undertake the responsibility to briefly present them before the GB Meeting to be voted upon.

8.2.3.4 The floor is yielded by the Secretary, who also keeps minutes.

Article IX:  Resignations, Removals, and Vacant Positions
9.1 Resignations

9.1.1 Members of the GB who wish to resign must submit their written resignation to the President and the Advisor.

9.2 Removals

9.2.1 Absences

9.2.1.1 The Secretary holds the responsibility for maintaining attendance records of all AFCEA Student Club activities (Article 5.2.3.1).  He/she is also responsible for the monthly evaluation of the GB members’ absences and notifying the President and the Advisor.

9.2.1.2 The absence limit is one-third of all formal AFCEA Student Club activities organized per month.

9.2.1.2.1 At least half of those absences should be excused.

9.2.1.2.1.1 An absence is excused when the GB member reaches the Secretary prior to a meeting stating a serious reason for not attending.

9.2.1.3 Surpassing the monthly absence limit places an AFCEA Student Club GB member under probation.

9.2.1.3.1 Every time one or more Club members are under probation, a GB meeting is summoned where the rest of the GB votes for/against his/her removal. 

9.2.1.3.1.1 The first time a GB member is under probation, he/she needs one-third of the votes to remain in office.

 9.2.1.3.1.2 The second time a GB member is under probation, he/she needs two-thirds of the votes along with the Advisor’s consent to remain in office.

9.2.2 Motion of Removal

9.2.2.1 To remove an AFCEA Student Club GB member, a motion to remove the member must be made both to the GB and the Advisor either from a GB member, or by an Examination Committee (Article 7.3).

9.2.2.2 The Motion of Removal Elements

9.2.2.2.1 The motion must be written, signed by the person that files it and sent to the GB and the Advisor.

9.2.2.2.2 The motion must be attached to the reason(s) of the proposition of removal, evidence and/or testimonies (oral or written).

9.2.2.3 Acceptance of the Motion

9.2.2.3.1 The motion of removal must be accepted by the Advisor

9.2.2.3.2 The motion of removal must be voted by the General Assembly, as described in Article 4.1.

9.3 Vacant Positions

9.3.1 The case of resignation or removal of the President, the Vice-President, the Secretary, the Treasurer, the PA Officer or the IT Officer.

9.3.1.1 In such a case, The President or Officer with higher ranking at the moment may with the Advisor’s consent appoint a new GB member to fill in the vacant position.
9.3.1.2 The AFCEA Student Club member to be appointed in the GB Office, has to have served as an AFCEA Student Club Committee member or be serving at the moment

Article X: Liabilities

10.1 The AFCEA Student Club as institution is not liable for actions of individual   AFCEA Student Club members that are in violation of Greek law and/or College rules and regulations under any circumstances.

Article XI: Amendments

11.1 All amended versions of the AFCEA Student Club Constitution will be submitted to the Student Affairs Office.

11.2 All amendments to this constitution will be passed before the General Assembly, as described in Article 4.1, in its physical or electronic form.
